No
one will ever be able to replicate her perfect recipes. She had love for children
which she got to enjoy by teaching Sunday School to Preschoolers at St. John
Lutheran Church. To her there was no such thing as a bad child. Marion loved
to play with her grandchildren and promoted lots of imagination. She always
had fresh baked chocolate chip cookies in the house and homemade bread
for her grandchildren after school. Those who knew Marion knew she was a
gentle caring soul. She accepted and loved those who came into her life. She
loved her grandchildren and great-grandchildren with all her heart and loved
spending time with them. She had the gift of gab and loved to tell stories to
anyone who would listen. She always had a joke up her sleeve and had a goal
to always make someone smile.
